Budget Discussion 

Ms. Shane provided an overview of KBVE’s budget summary spanning from F.Y. 2016 to F.Y. 
2023, and projections through F.Y. 2030 based on different spending scenarios.   

Members of the Board discussed: 

 Dwindling reserve funds, with projected decreases  

 Increased operational costs due to increases in overhead, IT, administrative services, and 
other factors 

 Anticipated additional costs:  
o New programs enacted in the modernized Kentucky Veterinary Medicine Practice Act 

(23 RS HB 167) 
o Additional staff requirements 
o Appropriate salary adjustments (Executive Director salary is below average for similar 

positions, both within Kentucky and nationwide) 
o Database upgrades needed for new programming 
o Database upgrades for current program applications (completely digital) 

 2022 AAVSB Member Board Profile Survey 
o Costs for independent boards being higher than costs for boards in an umbrella 

organization with shared services (KBVE is an independent board) 
o Licensure fees for veterinarians in other jurisdictions 

 Licensure fees for other professions in Kentucky, including medical doctors, dentists, 
hygienists, and chiropractors 

 Historical fee increases for veterinarian licensees of KBVE 

Members of the Board determined a target biennial revenue, factoring in all expected operational 
costs, capital projects, legal fees, inspections, etc., based on historic and anticipated spending.  This 
target ensures that the board remains operational, efficient, and responsive to both the public and 
licensee needs, while also implementing new programs as mandated by the modernized Practice Act.  
Members then discussed fee increases for each revenue type to meet the target biennial revenue. 

The Board took a respite break from 10:05 – 10:20 am. 

Members of the Board directed staff to incorporate proposed fees into amended draft regulations 
for review at the July Board meeting. 

Members reviewed contract options with KDA for administrative services and staffing.  Chairman 
Dr. Wills provided an overview of the conclusions of the Budget Committee from their last 
meeting. Due to uncertainty regarding KBVE’s contract with the future incoming KDA 
administration, the board authorized Ms. Shane to begin outreach and gather details for contingency 
planning.  However, Members of the Board stressed their desire to maintain the administrative 
services and office space with KDA to the fullest extent possible.  Members also directed Ms. Shane
